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FROM THE PASTOR

Easter is the highpoint of the Christian year.  On Easter we recall with special
devotion and celebrate with special ardor the triumph of God in Jesus Christ over
death, sin and despair.  For the early church every Sunday was considered like an
Easter Sunday.  Every Sabbath day the faithful gathered in joyous response to the
resurrection.  It took many decades at the least, and in some places centuries, before
the church shifted its commemoration of the resurrection from a weekly to an annual
occasion, designating one Sunday each Spring as a set-aside holiday.   Ideally, this
Easter-spirit of the early Christians still infuses the church, with every Sunday
overflowing with gratitude and gladness.  But, as traditions have evolved, Easter
Sunday is set-aside as a special day of celebration, and I invite you to join us this
Easter, April 8.  There will be two services, at 9 and 11 AM.  These are basically
identical, although the earlier service has a younger-family feel to it, with part of the
service led by members of the Confirmation Class, and with alternate activities
provided for younger children.

Please also plan to worship with us during Holy Week – Maundy Thursday
(April 5) at 8:00 PM, and Good Friday (April 6) at Noon.  These services offer quieter,
less active, more contemplative opportunities to reflect on the final hours in Jesus’ life.

Because the story of the resurrection is old and well-known, it’s difficult to
experience it as something new and breathtaking.  But may it be this year that no stale
familiarity with Easters past will deprive us of Easter’s saving promise, that neither
death nor life, things present or to come, or anything else in all creation can separate
us from the love of God in Christ Jesus our Lord.  All thanks be to God!
