World Communion Sunday is an annual occasion of great significance, for it
reminds us, and actually re-enacts for us, the oneness of all Christians in Christ.

This sorry old world is fragmented by differences in culture, color, language,
history and geo-political assumptions. This is not God’s intent. The Bible’s Garden
of Eden imagery puts forth the Creator’s intent that people live in perfect freedom and
perfect love. But human selfishness and pride undermined God’s plan. Among the
tragic consequences of sin is that people are not “one,” but divided, and our many
divisions breed animosity and ill-will. Even the church is not immune from the vanity,
suspicion and fear that stand in the way of reconciliation.

But when the bread and cup are shared, the many things that separate us give way
to the one thing that unites — that in Jesus Christ God was reconciling the world to
himself. When we celebrate World Communion each year we experience a mystical
oneness with Christians all over the world — in grand cathedrals and grass huts, in
storefront city chapels and open-air mission stations, in arctic fishing lodges and
equatorial lean-tos. We participate, as well, in a foreshadowing of the great Kingdom
feast Christ promises and prepares, when divisions in the human family finally will be
dissolved, and every knee shall bow and every tongue confess that Jesus Christ is Lord.

Please join us on October 2, World Communion Sunday, to celebrate the feast of
Christ’s victory, unity and peace.

congregations and other bodies of the
Presbyterian Church (U.S.A.).
